TONIGHT’S MATCHUP: The Ontario Reign and the Colorado Eagles square off tonight from Toyota Arena in a matchup
featuring the top two teams in the Pacific Division.

WHAT TO WATCH FOR ONTARIO: The Reign lifted their win streak to seven-games on Sunday collecting a 2-1 win in
Henderson.

Colorado Notes

TOP TWO - The Eagles square off with the Ontario Reign tonight, in a matchup of the
top two teams in the Pacific Division. Ontario currently leads second-place Colorado by
four points in the standings, as the Eagles own a game in hand on the Reign. Colorado
is 1-4-1 against Ontario in the season series, including a mark of 0-2 in games played at
Toyota Arena. Forward Jayson Megna has led the Eagles with four goals and two
assists in those previous six meetings, while Reign forward Glenn Gawdin and
defenseman Samuel Bolduc each have produced three goals and three helpers against
Colorado. In six games against the Eagles, Ontario is operating at 28.6% on the power
play and 93.8% on the penalty Kkill.

ROAD AHEAD- The Eagles are continuing a season-long, eight-game road trip this
evening, after going 2-2-1 through the first five contests of the road swing. Colorado has
already compiled a record of 15-8-2-2 away from Blue Arena and have gone 5-3-2 in
the last 10 road games. Starting with tonight’s matchup, nine of the Eagles remaining 17
contests will take place on the road. Colorado will close out its road trip with a two-game
set at San Diego this weekend, which will be the first of four straight contests between
the Eagles and Gulls.

FAMILIAR FACE- Forward T.J. Tynan comes into tonight’s game ranked second on the
team with 33 assists on the season, while his 36 points are good for fourth on the
Eagles roster. Tynan continues to lead Colorado with 15 power-play assists on the year,
as his 15 points via the man-advantage put him third on the team. A three-time AHL All-
Star and two-time league MVP, the 34-year-old has led the AHL in assists on four
separate occasions, including a 2021-22 campaign that saw him dish out 84 helpers as
part of a 98-point season with the Ontario Reign.

EARLY RISERS- First periods have been very good to Colorado this season, as the
Eagles own their biggest goal differential in the opening 20 minutes at +25. Colorado
has scored the game’s first goal 32 times this season, the most of any team in the
Pacific Division, and own a record of 24-4-4 when getting on the board first. Those quick
starts have helped propel the Eagles to a mark of 17-2-4 when taking a lead into the
first intermission. Eagles captain Jayson Megna has led the team, having netted the
game’s first goal on seven different occasions this season.

JACK ATTACK- Defenseman Jack Ahcan continues to lead all Eagles defensemen in
goals (8), assists (32) and points (40), having generated his 40 points in just 45 games.
Those 40 points and 32 assists are also tied for third among all AHL defensemen. He
has posted points in 12 of his last 16 games, amassing three goals and 13 assists in
that span. The sixth-year pro also leads the Eagles with 16 points (2g/14a) via the
power play and his +22 ranks second on the team.

Army, 34, is in his first season with the Eagles and most recently was the Head Coach of the ECHL’s Wheeling Nailers, where he was the
winningest coach in franchise history. After being tabbed a midseason replacement in 2020-21, Army received the full-time head coaching duties
ahead of the 2021-22 season and held that position each of the last four campaigns.

Letestu, 41, is in his first season with the Eagles, after spending the previous four seasons as an Assistant Coach with the AHL’s Cleveland
Monsters. In that span, the Monsters compiled a 136-117-23-16 regular-season record from the 2021-22 to 2024-25 seasons. Additionally, the
club qualified for the Calder Cup Playoffs each of the last two campaigns, including capturing the North Division title in 2023-24 and advancing
to the Conference Finals that year before falling to the eventual champion Hersey Bears. Letestu also coached one season in the Alberta Junior
Hockey League (AJHL) ranks as an assistant in 2012-13.
